APPLIES TO:  USE OF THE “ON CONTINUOUS” SWITCH POSITION DURING AEROBATIC OR OTHER HIGH RISK FLIGHT    

Synopsis:  There is a possibility of the smoke oil pump running continuously after a crash type incident when the smoke system “ON CONTINUOUS” switch is used.  This situation could result in personal injury, death and or property damage.  

Required Action:  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCE should the “ON CONTINUOUS” switch position be used during aerobatic or other high risk flight due to the possibility of the smoke oil pump running continuously after a crash type situation.  During aerobatic or other high risk flight, keep the smoke system 3 way switch in the “ARM REMOTE SWITCH” position and activate the smoke system using the supplied “REMOTE MOMENTARY PUSH BUTTON SWITCH.” Using the “REMOTE MOMENTARY PUSH BUTTON SWITCH” will cause the smoke oil pump to disconnect when the operator relaxes or releases pressure on the switch.
Note:  Smoking Airplanes is currently working on a gravity/impact activated disconnect type switch.  Information regarding said switch will be posted on the www.smokingairplanes.com web site when and if it becomes available.
